The Sexual Violence Prevention Program has education and prevention programs for students in middle and high schools. These programs discuss sexual harassment, bullying, sexual violence prevention, sexting, healthy relationships, personal safety and awareness, teacher and parent awareness programs, and sexual violence prevention for differently abled students. The programs available for elementary school children focuses on social and emotional development that assist 
with feelings, relationships and bullying prevention.
One of the focuses of our work is changing negative social norms, assisting with the revision of policies/laws and engaging bystanders in communities to act positively for transformation. These trainings provide a way for students to find a voice. What we want to offer is a way to add to the conversation and reinforce healthy values and safe choices for the boys and girls of Georgia.
