Family dinners offer one of the most effective opportunities to check in with your preteens. Talk with them, listen to what kids have to say, engage them. With 1 in 5 high schoolers experiencing dating violence, table time offers an opportunity to talk with them about responsible choices, even if kids aren’t dating yet. 
Carroll Rape Crisis Center offers a Relationship Rights program that addresses Gender roles and respect as well as dating violence (this is usually for 7th thru 10th grade) and the SAFE (Sexual Assault Focused Education) this is about the myths and facts that surround sexual violence as well as the how to help someone and intervene when you see something that seems inappropriate. We generally offer SAFE for 11th grade and up. These trainings can help start more conversations at family dinners or among peers.
