END TEEN DATING VIOLENCE.
Family dinners offer one of the most effective opportunities to check in with preteens. Talk with them, listen to what kids have to say, engage them. With 1 in 5 high schoolers experiencing dating violence, table time offers an opportunity to talk with them about responsible choices, even if kids aren’t dating yet. 
Hodac teaches Safe Dates.  We also teach Aggressor’s Victims’ and Bystanders. We teach Too Good for Violence in the Peach County school system to middle schoolers.  We have also taught each of these programs at our local teen center – and will teach them again this summer.  This summer, the teens at the teen center will participate in a poster contest about sexual violence and have a youth rally.  We will also go speak with any group about bystander intervention concerning sexual violence, bullying and relationship violence.
