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THIS IS A TEST.
Your preteen’s testing you again, just like those terrible twos. But the consequences are bigger now. With 1 in 5 high schoolers experiencing dating violence this test is an opportunity to talk with your preteens about responsible choices, even if they’re not dating yet. Engage them; listen to what they have to say. 
Southern Crescent Sexual Assault Center offers Healthy Relationship programs tailored to grades 6-9th (programs for grades 10-12th are available). The programs address bullying (6th), sexual harassment (7th), sexual violence (8th), gender roles, gender equity, forming healthy relationships and respect (9th) as well as awareness of dating violence. With younger teen, student will be able to define bullying and the four main types of bullying. Students learn the difference between bullying and teasing. Students will be able to identify three prevention techniques. With older teens, students learn the difference between healthy and unhealthy relationships. Students will learn that healthy relationships are based on trust, mutual respect, and open communication, not fear.
